- Fine Arts (FA) 
- Public Art Studies (PAS) 
 
FA 515: Visiting Ar tist Forum (1, FaSpSm)  
Lecture and discussion course in the professional practice of art featuring formal presentations 
by visiting artists. 
 
PAS 549: Methodologies of Ar t Wr iting (3) 
Writing methods on art practices in the public sphere and public space, by curators, organizers, 
critics, scholars and artists. 
 
PAS 561: Curator ial/Organizational Models (2)  
Overview of strategies utilized by art organizations, museums and non-profit/alternative spaces 
to conceptualize, develop, and organize art projects in the public realm. 
 
PAS 571: Histor ies of Ar t in the Public Sphere (3, Fa)  
Topics in the history of the avant-garde in relation to public space and the public sphere, 
focusing on critical moments during the 20th Century. 
 
PAS 572: Contemporary Ar t in the Public Sphere (3, Sp) 
Thematic investigation of artists who engage social space/the public realm, emphasizing 
practices and critical issues in contemporary art from the 1970s to the present. 
 
PAS 581: Cr itical Conversations (3, Sp)  
A series of conversations with visiting artists, curators, organizers, architects, and theorists on 
seminal issues regarding the public sphere and public space. 
 
PAS 585: Theor izing the Public Realm (3, Fa)  
Interdisciplinary exploration of theories of public space and the public domain, from the 19th 
Century to the present. 
 
 
School of Theatre (THTR) 
 
THTR 404: Acting Theory (4, Fa)  
Examination of the theoretical foundations of acting as an art form through the reading of 
primary historical texts. 
 
THTR 405m: Per forming Identities (4, Fa) 
This course explores the live performance medium as a creative means of social redress and 
personal expression. It engages with the medium's potentials to reflect, critique, and construct a 
performing artist's emergent identities.  
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THTR 406: Theatre on the Edge (4, Fa) 
This course explores the art of theatre at the edge of possibilities. The curriculum proceeds 
through a series of interrelated themes to examine how the time-based art of theatre intersects 
with other art forms and surpasses its preexisting boundaries.  
 
THTR 476m: Afr ican Amer ican Theatre (4)  
Issues of race and social class of African Americans in the United States as it examines stage 
works written by and/or about African Americans. 
 
THTR 477: Theatre and Therapy (4, Fa)  
This class explores theatre as a healing art form.  Techniques include games, improve, playback 
theatre, Boal’s and Moreno’s drama therapy, and Jungian dream theatre to name a few.  Work 
with incarcerated youth, gay/lesbian/bi teens, elderly, disabled and other populations. 
 
THTR 479: Solo Per formance (4)  
A writing-performance workshop in which students write, develop, and rehearse original, 
autobiographical and character monologues and perform them at the end of the semester. 
 
THTR 488m: Theatre in the Community (4, Sp)  
Research and actively develop the theory of theatre as a moving political, social, economic and 
spiritual force of change within the local community. 
 
THTR 491: Theatre Organization and Administration (4, Fa)  
Budgets, contracts, box-office procedures, public relations; personnel and executive policies of 
the school, community, and professional theatre. 
 
THTR 492: Producing Theatre (4, Sp)  
Analysis of all procedures involved in producing theatre (commercial or non-profit) including 
legal and business guidelines and contracts. Prerequisite: THTR 491 
 
THTR 494: Raising Money for  the Ar ts (4, Sp)  
Overview of fundraising techniques for non-profit theatre including grantsmanship, board 
development, direct mail soliciting, and money raising activities and events. 
 
THTR 498: Production Analysis and Per formance (4)  
Investigation and analysis of the work of a major dramatist and his milieu; production of one of 
his plays.  
 
THTR 499: Special Topics (2-4)  
Studies in selected areas of theatre art.  Intensive practice in role and script interpretation and its 
psychological relationship to the audience. 
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THTR 501: Poetry and Prose into Drama (4, Fa)  
Plays for the stage shall be written using public-domain poetry and prose as inspiration and 
source material, complemented with exploring poetry, prose, and varied dramas as context for 
the student writer.  Students should be well-versed in literature, and have written in one or more 
genres.  Recommended preparation: reading poetry and novels. 
 
THTR 510: Wr iting the Short Drama (2, Fa) 
The art and craft of dramatic writing. In particular exploring its dimensions with regard to 
character and story development in the ten minute play. 
 
THTR 513: Seminar  in History of the Theatre (4)  
Bibliography, historical, evolution, patterns, and techniques of the theatre from primitive to 
modern times. 
 
THTR 521: Engaging Community Narratives (3, Fa) 
Provides training for actor/artists who partner with non-actors in community- based theatre 
projects. 
 
THTR 525: Seminar  in Contemporary Theatre (4, SpSm)  
Analysis of trends, problems, and the work of major figures in the contemporary theatre. 
 
THTR 526: Seminar  in Dramatic L iterature (4)  
Study and analysis of world drama best representing changes in philosophies, aesthetics, and 
tastes of audiences. 
 
THTR 528: Seminar  in Dramatic Analysis (4)  
Drama as a living art; reading, analysis, and discussion of plays which best illustrate principles 
of effective playwriting. 
 
THTR 529ab: Textual Studies for  Per formance (4, FaSp) 
Close textual reading of dramatic texts as a fundamental tool for rehearsal and performance. 
Corequisite: THTR-515B and THTR-520B and THTR-540B 
 
THTR 530: Seminar  in Dramatic Cr iticism (4)  
Dramatic criticism from the classical Greek period to the modern. 
 
THTR 533: Seminar  in the Amer ican Theatre (4, 2 years, SpSm)  
History and literature of the American theatre from its beginning to the present day. 
 
THTR 535: Seminar  in Aesthetics of the Theatre (4)  
Aesthetic theories which apply to the art of the theatre; emphasis upon acting and play direction. 
 
THTR 544: Embodied Poetics (2, Fa) 
Explores the relationship between vocal and physical expression and the sponteneity of human 
impulse within the community-based context. 
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THTR 545: Visiting Ar tists Master  Seminar  (4, Sp)  
A workshop taught by master visiting artist, concentrating on his/her specific expertise in 
relation to dramatic writing.  Course topics determined by the instructor.  Recommended 
preparation: reading or viewing the work of the visiting master artist. 
 
THTR 550ab: Seminar  in Scene Design (3-3, FaSp)  
Theory and practice of scene design; intensive investigation into the relationship of a script to the 
visual statement. 
 
THTR 552ab: Seminar  in Costume Design (3-3, FaSp)  
Theory and practice of costume design; intensive investigation into the relationship of a script to 
the visual statement. 
 
THTR 553ab: Seminar  in L ighting Sesign (3-3, FaSp)  
Theory and practice of lighting design; intensive investigation into the relationship of a script to 
the visual statement. 
 
THTR 555: Directing Fundamentals (2)  
To provide the basic foundations for the conceptualization and execution of works for the stage. 
 
THTR 567a: Studies in Playwr iting (4) 
Extensive examination of playwriting, dramaturgical development process, and readings of work 
toward the completion of professionally promising plays. 
 
THTR 567b: Studies in Playwr iting (4) 
Continued extensive examination of playwriting, dramaturgy, development, and readings of 
work toward the completion of professionally promising plays. Prerequisite: THTR 567a 
 
THTR 568: Popular  Theatre for  Education &  Development (3, Sp) 
Theory and practice of Theatre in Education and Theatre for Development as resources for 
conscientization and liberation of communities at the margins of power. 
 
THTR 577: Theatre &  Therapy for  Cultural Fieldwork (3, Fa)

To provide students with basic working knowledge of both the skills of the motion picture set 
and production operations through classroom lectures and hands-on experience. 
 
CTPR 454: Acting for  Film and Television (4, FaSp) 
Intensive examination of skills and techniques necessary for successful performances in film and 
television. Practical application through in-class exercises and assigned projects. 
 
CTPR 455: Introduction to Production Design (2, FaSp) 
Structure of the filmic art department, fundamentals and application of design principles to film 
and television, including script breakdown, design concepts and storyboarding. 
 
CTPR 456: Introduction to Ar t Direction (2, FaSp) 
Introduction to computer drafting, set design, rendering and model-making for students with 
diverse abilities. Guest lectures, group discussions and hands-on workshop. 
 
CTPR 457: Creating Poetic Cinema (2, Fa) 
An investigation of poetic cinema from four different perspectives: found poetry; applied poetry; 
poetry as image; and poetry in narrative fiction. Production of short films. 
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CTPR 460: Film Business Procedures and Distr ibution (2, FaSpSm)  
Financing, budgeting, management as applied to films; problems of distribution, including 
merchandising, cataloging, evaluation, and film library management. 
 
CTPR 461: Managing Television Stations and Internet Media (2, FaSp)  
Station organization and management of locally produced programs. Topics include program 
development, financing and distribution, network relations and program acquisition issues. 
 
CTPR 470: Practicum in On-screen Direction of Actors (4, FaSp) 
Concentration on the basic skills in working with actors from a director's point of view. 
 
CTPR 474: Documentary Production (4, FaSp)  
Production of short community-based documentaries for telecast. Collaborative research, 
writing, producing, directing, shooting, and editing. Emphasizes personal story telling. Class 
study of major documentaries. 
 
CTPR 484: Advanced Multi-Camera Television Workshop (4, FaSp) 
Exercises and practical application for writing and producing a multi-camera television project. 
Special attention to the development of the sitcom. Recommended preparation: CTPR 371 
required for students who wish to direct a sitcom. 
 
CTPR 495: Internship in Cinematic Ar ts (1-4, FaSpSm) 
On-the-job film, television and interactive industry experience in the areas of interest of the 
individual student. Open only to upper division undergraduate and graduate students. Requires 
departmental approval. 
 
CTPR 496: The Film Industry: Career  Challenges and Choices for  Women (2, FaSp)  
This class discusses women's roles in the entertainment industry and career opportunities 
available for women in the business, corporate and creative sectors. 
 
CTPR 499: Special Topics (2-4, FaSpSm)  
Detailed investigation of new or emerging aspects of cinema and/or television; special subjects 
offered by visiting faculty; experimental subjects. 
 
CTPR 561: Publicity for  Cinema and Television (4, FaSp) 
Analysis and preparation of advertising and publicity campaigns for entertainment films and 
television. 
 
CTPR 562: Seminar  in Motion Picture Business (4, FaSp)  
Problems of studio operation, production, distribution, exhibition, or legal procedures relating to 
the motion picture. 
 
CTPR 563: The Business of Representation (4, FaSp) 
Various roles an agent, manager, attorney or publicist play in representing talent, producers and 
writers. Taught by professionals who are at the forefront of the entertainment industry. 
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CTPR 599: Special Topics (2-4, I r regular)  
Detailed investigation of new or emerging aspects of cinema; special subjects offered by visiting 
faculty; experimental subjects. 
 
CTWR 410L: Character  Development and Storytelling for  Games (4, FaSp) 
An exploration of characters and story worlds as they relate to gaming with an emphasis on 
emotionally rich environments in interactive entertainment. Recommended preparation; CTIN 
488. 
 
CTWR 412: Introduction to Screenwr iting (2)  
Introduction to the formal elements of writing the short film. 
 
CTWR 417: Scr ipt Coverage and Story Analysis (2) 
Evaluation of completed scripts prior to their production. Coverage and analysis of scripts as 
potential properties from the perspective of a production company. 
 
CTWR 499: Special Topics (2-4, FaSpSm)  
Detailed investigation of new or emerging aspects of cinema and/or television; special subjects 
offered by visiting faculty; experimental subjects. 
 
CTWR 516: Advanced Motion Picture Scr ipt Analysis (2, FaSp) 
Critical analysis of the structure of films from the classics to current award winners. Students 
will learn how to identify key story concepts and break down three act structure in finished films 
and scripts. 
 
CTWR 518: Introduction to Interactive Writing (2, Sp) 
A series of exercises written and discussed for interactive experiences. 
 
CTWR 541: Wr iting from the Unconscious (2, FaSp) 
Students are introduced to unique problem solving methods over a broad spectrum of subject 
matter and integrate the results in specific creative writing assignments. 
 
CTWR 599: Special Topics (2-4, I r regular ) 
Detailed investigation of new or emerging aspects of cinema; special subjects offered by visiting 
faculty; experimental subjects. 
 
IML 400: Dynamic Multimedia for  Web Infrastructures (4, FaSp) 
Analysis and development of scholarly media projects using diverse web authoring strategies, 
technologies and documentation. 
 
IML 466: Digital Studies Symposium (4, Fa) 
Lectures, presentations, and readings introducing cutting-edge digital media innovations and 
applications. Analysis of the critical and creative challenges of contemporary digital media 
practices. 
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IML 499: Special Topics (2-4) 
Selected topics in multimedia literacy. 
 
IML 500: Digital Media Tools and Tactics (2, FaSp) 
Introduction to digital scholarship at the graduate level, with a focus on media research 
ecologies, online portfolios and distributed scholarly presence. 
 
IML 501L: Seminar  in Contemporary Digital Media (4, FaSp) 
An introduction to modern research on expressive screen languages, studied in their cultural, 
historical, and technological contexts. 
Notes: Seminar style course combining hands-on media authoring, reading, and discussion in 
order to form a solid foundation for scholarly multimedia work. Students will explore the theory 
and social impact of various visual media, while also developing practical authoring skills in the 
context of their own graduate research. 
 
 
School of Architecture (ARCH) 
 
ARCH 415: Asian Architecture and Urbanism (2, Sp)  
Overview of Asian architecture emphasizing that the built environment is as diverse as the 
histories and cultures that make up the region. 
 
ARCH 416: Architecture and Urbanism in France (2, Sp)  
Provides an understanding of the cities and buildings of France. Includes case studies as specific 
places, historical background for development of personal design theory. Open to architecture 
students (majors and minors) at third year and above. 
 
ARCH 421: Digital Architectural Photography (2, FaSp) 
Perceiving and documenting the built environment through the perspective and frame of the 
digital camera. Mastering the basic principles of the digital image though an understanding of 
frame, light, exposure, color correction, and printing output. 
 
ARCH 422: Architectural Photography (2, FaSp)  
Perceiving and documenting the built environment through the perspective and frame of the 
camera. Abilities with 35mm and large format cameras, lighting, and black and white lab 
techniques will be developed. Recommended preparation: knowledge of 35mm camera. 
 
ARCH 432: People, Places and Culture: Architecture of the Public Realm (4, Sp) 
Critical observation of the architecture of public buildings and places and the importance of 
design in promoting a better contemporary public life.  
 
ARCH 440m: L iterature and the Urban Exper ience (4, Sp) 
Post-industrial revolution urban environments and dynamic relationships in cities such as 
Manchester, Paris, St. Petersburg, New York, and Los Angeles, as revealed in novels, 
architecture, and urban forms. 
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ARCH 441: A History of Architectural Theory: 1400-1914 (2, Sp)  
A seminar on architectural theory from Alberti to Scott, reviewing primary texts and subsequent 
criticisms. 
 
ARCH 442m: Women’s Spaces in History: “ Hussies,”  “ Harems”  and “ Housewives”  (4, Fa) 
Methods for studying patterns of spatial differentiation of women throughout history from home 
to city embodied in gender specific language and gendered spaces. 
 
ARCH 444: Great Houses of Los Angeles (4, Fa)  
An introduction to the architectural philosophies of seven influential California architects 
through readings and site visits to significant case studies. (Duplicates credit in former ARCH 
322.)  
 
ARCH 454: Contemporary Asian Architecture (4, Fa)  
Exploration of various "Asian" architectures, comparisons of areas, identifying current trends 
and impact of Asia on Southern California and Los Angeles. 
 
ARCH 520: Housing and Community Design for  an Aging Population (2, Fa) 
Exploration of the role design plays in enhancing independence and well being for older people 
by examining cross cultural models of housing and community design. 
 
ARCH 527: Case Studies: The Development of Urban Housing (2, Fa) 
An exploration of the various elements and stages of the housing development process. 
Recommended preparation: a preliminary understanding of real estate or housing. 
 
ARCH 531: The Natural Landscape (3, Sp) 
Lectures, laboratory exercises and field trips introducing basic knowledge of the continually 
transforming landscape as a base for human settlement. 
 
ARCH 532: Elements of the Urban Landscape (2, Fa)  
Study of the basic spatial and infrastructure elements of the city, and how urban places are 
formed. Typological analysis of buildings, open space, and urban patterns. 
 
ARCH 533: Urban Landscape Case Studies (2, Sp) 
Lectures, discussion, and individual research on the physical, formal, and spatial characteristics 
of historical urban centers. 
 
ARCH 549: Fundamentals of Histor ic Preservation (4, Fa) 
Concepts and strategies for preservation of significant elements of the built environment: 
buildings, sites and communities as revealed by readings, site visits, and case studies. 
 
ARCH 550: Histor ic Preservation Management, Planning and Development (4, Sp) 
Preservation practice within an economic, political and cultural context. The regulatory 
environment, public advocacy and policy, development, heritage tourism, environmental 
sustainability, cultural diversity and interpretation. 
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ARCH 551: Conservation Methods and Mater ials (4, Sp) 
Concepts and techniques for building conservation including identification of treatments, 
recordation and research, material properties and behavior, building forensics, and 
implementation of preservation projects. 
 
ARCH 552: Introduction to Histor ic Site Documentation (2, Fa) 
Survey of basic guidelines and standards for documentation in historic preservation, including 
cultural resource surveys, historic structures reports and Historic American Building Survey and 
Historic American Engineering Record recordation. 
 
ARCH 553: History of Amer ican Architecture and Urbanism (4, FaSp) 
History of American architecture and urbanism from prehistory to World War II examined in 
relation to European influences and indigenous developments. (Duplicates credit in former 
ARCH 409.) 
 
ARCH 561: Architecture in the Urban Landscape: Projects and Places (2, Fa) 
Study of the basic spatial and infrastructure elements of the city, and how urban places are 
formed: Focus on incremental development, public-private collaboration, community incentives 
and controls, project implementation strategies. (Duplicates credit in former ARCH 532b.) 
 
ARCH 563: Architecture in the Urban Landscape: Comparative Theor ies (2, Sp)  
A comparative study of design theories of the physical, formal and spatial characteristics of 
historic city types from ancient to modern. (Duplicates credit in former ARCH 533b.) 
 
ARCH 565: Global History of Landscape Architecture (3, Fa) 
Understanding of the global history of landscape design in relation to social, political, religious, 
environmental and aesthetic principles; current design theory, projects and their historical 
references are critically reviewed and analyzed. 
 
ARCH 566: Cross Cultural Topics in Landscape Architecture History (3, FaSp) 
Comparative analysis and appreciation of landscape architecture as a manifestation of nature, 
society, and design. Topics and world regions vary from year to year; may be repeated for credit 
when subject matter is different.

AHIS 501: Problems in the History and Theory of Collecting and Display (4, Fa)  
Explores the history of patronage, collecting and display in the private and the public spheres 
(e.g., salons, galleries, museums, and international expositions). 
 
AHIS 515: Seminar  in Contemporary Ar t (4, FaSp) 
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MDA 501: Introduction to Visual Studies: Methods and Debates (4, Fa) 
A critical introduction to the field of visual studies focusing on interdisciplinary approaches to 
images, objects, and visual technologies as well as key texts and interpretive debates. Students 
must be enrolled in a Ph.D. program at USC. 
Notes: Offered on a case-by-case basis.
